CIRCULAR

Sub: Constitution at 70 Campaign-Guidelines for Implementation.

In continuation of Circular No. DE.23(699)/Sch.Br./2019/2246/STF, dated 07/08/201 9, the design of
the ‘Constitution at 70 Campaign’ and its implementation plan in schools is as given below:
Design of the campaign

The 'Constitution at 70’ Campaign will primarily involve students of classes V! to IX and XI. Students of
Board Classes will be exempted.

This campaign will require one hour per week for three weeks with one value being highlighted each
month and discussed with students. The focus of August-September will be the theme of “Liberty”,
Qctober will be “Equality” and November will be “Fraternity”.

The campaign may be aligned with the weekly club activities. The period assigned for Students Council
Club orfand Social Science for Ciasses VI to IX and Political Science period of Class X| may be used
for this purpose.

Outline of Activities — Details of activities to be followed each month are given below. The campaign
activities commence on August 27, 2019 with the value of “Liberty”.

August — September: Liberty Month

1% Week: 27% - 31" Auqust 2019

* Head of School/ In-charge of Student Council Club/ Teachers Development Coordinator
(TDC) will introduce the campaign in school assembly.

» Teachers will introduce and explain the constitutional value of ‘Liberty’ in the classes.
Students wili undertake Seif-Exploration activity. Instructions will be given to students to
undertake a chosen Action Project at home and for the Survey in family and community.

» Students will have to complete the Survey activity and Action Project within the 1%
week.

2" Week: 2™ September — 07" September 2019

* Students will discuss their reflections from the Survey and Action Projects in class on
any one day during 2" week. Teachers will facilitate the discussion and build
understanding on the value of “Liberty”.

» Students will also express their understanding through posters, poems, articles,
drawings etc. that will be displayed on a 'Wall of Expressions’ within the school
premises.

» Two students, with good communication skills and understanding of the value of
Liberty’, each from class 6,7 & 8 and three students each from Ciass 9 &11 must be
identified to represent their respective classes in Student Councit Club.

3" Week: 9" — 12" September 2019

» Student Council Club will prepare to organize two Panel Discussions on the value of
‘Libery’ on any one day in 3" Week.

e Students from Classes 6th-8th must participate in the first Panel Discussion and
students from Classes 9th & 11th must participate in the second Panel Discussion.

* To witness the Panel Discussion, Heads of Schools must invite members of School
Management Committee, alumni and parents.

Similar Activities shall be undertaken by the schools in the months of October 2019 and
November 2019 for other two values of the Preamble of Constitution viz. Equality and Fraternity
respectively, as per the following schedule:

October 2019 — Equality.

1% Week: 9 — 15 Qctober 2019
2™ Week: 16 — 22 October 2019
3 Week: 23 — 31 October 2019

November 2019 — Fraternity.

1 Week: 1 - 8 November 2019
2" Week: 11- 16 November 2019

3 Week: 18 — 23 November 2019

Role of the Student Council Club in the Campaign

Teacher In-charge of Student Council Club will guide and facilitate the Student Council in preparing and
organizing the Panel Discussions on the value of the month in the third week of each month of the
campaign. In case of schools where Student Council Club is not available, Lecturer Political Science/
TGT Social Science/ TDC may be nominated as the In-charge for the above activities.




Guidelines for Teachers

‘Student worksheets” and ‘Teacher Support Material’ based on the value of the month will be available
during concerned months i.e. for August, October and November, according to the theme of the month,
on the homepage of the department website at www.edudel.nic.in.

Student Worksheets, which can be downloaded from www.edudelnic.in must be photocopied according
to the number of students of classes VI to IX and XI by the Head of Schookand provided to the teachers.
These will be distributed by the concerned class teachers amongst the students.

Teacher Companion Sheet and Lesson Plans containing guidelines for various activities during the
campaign can be downloaded from www.edudel.nic.in by the concerned teachers. Head of Schoolsmust
ensure that the concerned teachers use their tablets for accessing these materials. Cue cards will be shared
every week as reference for the activities to be conducted.

Podcasts on the values i.e. Liberty, Equality and Fraternity will be available on department website in the
respective month to establish the understanding of the teachers. It can also be shared with the parents and
students later by the respective teachers
